1	 Select	the	classes	you	wish	to	enter	and	fill	in	the	attached	form	(inside	back	cover).	

There	is	a	charge	of	30p	for	each	exhibit	entered	except	for	the	children’s	classes	
(Divisions	9,	10	&	11)	which	are	free.

2	 Deliver	the	form	plus	cash	or	cheque	(no	cheques	for	less	than	£5	please)	made	payable	
to	Burstall	Village	Club	to	Burstall	House,	Burstall	IP8	3DP	by	5pm	on	the	Wednesday	
before	the	show.		

3	 On	the	day	of	the	show	bring	your	entries	to	the	marquee	between	8	am	and	10	am.	
(Judging	begins	at	10.30	am	and	everybody	must	have	left	the	marquee	by	then).

4	 All	baked	items	should	be	on	paper	plates,	in	a	clear	plastic	bag	(no	cling	film	please).	
Preserves	should	be	in	non-commercial	jars	and	must	have	new	lids.

5	 On	arrival	at	the	marquee	collect	the	cards	that	have	been	prepared	for	you	and	place	
your	entries	in	the	appropriate	area.	(Please	ask	if	you	need	help).

6	 The	marquee	will	be	open	to	visitors	from	1	pm	until	4.30	pm.	Please	remove	your	
entries	after	that	time.	If	you	wish	to	donate	them	to	the	show	auction,	please	make	it	
known	by	using	the	stickers	supplied.

7	 Trophies	will	be	presented	at	4.45	pm.	Prize	money	may	be	collected	from	the	show	
treasurer	in	the	marquee	from	4.15	pm.

Show Rules:-
•		 Judging	is	according	to	the	Royal	Horticultural	Society	Rules	and	the	decisions	of	the	

judges	are	final.	Any	person	using	any	means	to	deceive	the	judges	will	forfeit	all	prizes	
and	be	barred	from	entering	future	shows.

•		 Flower	and	vegetable	entries	must	have	been	grown	by	the	exhibitor	for	at	least	two	
months	prior	to	the	show,	although	flowers	may	be	purchased	for	the	flower	arranging	
classes	(Division	4).

•		 Handicraft	items	must	have	been	made	by	the	exhibitor	and	must	not	have	been	entered	
previously.

•		 Only	one	entry	per	person	in	each	class	is	allowed.
•		 Late	entries,	i.e.	those	not	made	by	the	Wednesday	before	the	show,	will	be	charged	at	a	

rate	of	50p	each	on	show	day.

Date Loaf
112g	(4oz)	self-raising	flour
112g	(4oz)	dark	brown	sugar
112g	(4oz)	margarine	or	butter

2	med	eggs
85g	(3oz)	chopped	dates
85g	(3oz)	chopped	walnuts

1	teas	mixed	spice
1	dessert	spoon	black	treacle

Method:	Cream	butter	and	sugar	and	add	other	ingredients.
Bake	in	a	900g	(2lb)	loaf	tin	for	approx	50	to	60	mins	at	160C/325F/Gas	3

Cheese Muffins
250g	(8oz)	self-raising	flour
Pinch	salt
250ml	(8fl	oz)	milk

60ml	(2fl	oz)	oil
1 egg
½	teas	dried	mustard

125g	(4oz)	grated	cheddar	cheese

Method:	Sift	flour	and	mustard.
Whisk	the	remaining	ingredients	together	reserving	2	spoonfuls	of	cheese.	Pour	into	the	dry	ingredients	and	
mix	to	a	smooth	batter.
Spoon	into	a	greased	and	floured	muffin	tin	and	top	with	reserved	cheese.
Bake	15	to	20	mins	at	200C/400F/Gas	6.

Chocolate Crunch
200g	plain	flour
200g	granulated	sugar

100g	butter	or	margarine
50g	cocoa	powder

Mix	the	dry	ingredients	together.	Melt	the	butter	or	marg	and	mix	with	the	dry	ingredients.	Press	into	a	
greased	tin	and	bake	at	180C	or	equivalent	for	20	mins.
